• All students must arrive at the academy by 7.55am at the latest; some students will be expected to arrive at the academy as early as 7.30am 
for catch-up in the EBacc (e.g. Lexia, Morning Mathematics). 

• All students begin their day with breakfast and Morning Meeting which includes: retrieval practice (focused on critical knowledge); literacy 
and numeracy development; strengthening of school culture; value expectations reset; and appreciations / recognition. 

• On Mondays, the school day will finish at 15.30 for all students, except Year 10/11 who will finish at 16.30. 

• On Tuesdays, the school day will finish at 15:30 for all students, except Year 10/11 who will finish at 16.30. 

• On Wednesdays and Thursdays, the school day will finish at 15.30 for all students. 

• On Fridays, the school day will finish at 14.30 for all students. 

• The iBase will be open until 17.00 on Mondays – Thursdays and until 15.00 on Fridays.  

• For Y7-9, same day corrections (detentions of up to 2 hours) start at 15.30 on Mondays - Thursdays and 14.30 on Fridays. 

• For Y10-11, on Mondays and Tuesdays, correction will begin at 16.30. 

*Reading is a dedicated time to DEAR (Drop Everything And Read). Reading intervention/support will take place during this time.  
** Climb is centred around students climbing their mountains through subject interventions and REH lectures/seminars. For years 7/8 this also 
includes extracurricular activities.
